The Florida Modern-Day Slavery Museum consists of a
cargo truck outfitted as a replica of the trucks involved in a
recent slavery operation (U.S. v. Navarrete, 2008), accompa-
nied by displays on the history and evolution of slavery in
Florida. The Museum has been hosted in various cities
throughout Florida, the Northeast, and at the U.S. State
Department and National Mall in Washington, D.C.

The Museum’s central focus is on the phenomenon of
modern-day slavery: its roots, the reasons it persists, and its
solutions. The exhibits were developed in consultation with
workers who have escaped from forced labor operations as
well as leading academic authorities on slavery and labor
history in Florida.
